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Narcan / Recovery Liaison: The month of August unfortunately brought two deaths where 

preliminary investigation indicates maybe causes by acute opiate overdose.  These 

investigations are still on going.  Also our officers had administered Narcan to three people who 

were in apparent respiratory arrest from an opiate overdose, in addition to any administered by 

our fire department for the month.  Unfortunately these factors at least anecdotally the opiate 

problem in our region remains significant.  

Several referrals have been made to our recover Liaison Specialist Danielle Rideout.   By way of 

review, Danielle is hired by the collaborative grant applied for and received by Westbrook, 

Windham and Gorham.  During the month of August the Danielle met with 28 new people, 2 

from Windham in addition to 222 inmates in the Cumberland County Jail all who reside from 

the towns covered by the grant.
