Retirement: This quarter has seen the retirement of a long time member of the Windham Police 

Department Captain Jim Boudreau retired after 37 1/2 yrs. of service to the Town of Windham.  We wish 

Jim well in his future endeavors and thank him for his service to the community.  

Promotions: With Captain Boudreau’s retirement, two promotions were made to fill the ranks.  Sgt 

Raymond S. Williams was promoted from day shift patrol Sergeant to Patrol Captain. Ray has served our 

community for more than 34 years.  Officer Jim Cook was promoted to evening shift Patrol Sergeant.  

Jim has served the department for more than 21 years.  We congratulate both Ray and Jim for their 

promotions and look forward to their success.  

Hiring:   We have hired two new officers, Sam Pattee and Jordan Alber, who started officially on January 

4th.  They have completed their law enforcement preservice training which allows them to wear uniform 

and have enforcement authority.   The Maine Criminal Justice Academy has not yet determined when 

they will hold a full time basic law enforcement training program.   

Staffing:  At this time we are budgeted for 30 fulltime sworn positons, Sam and Jordan bring us to 28 

active.
